Acreage and Production: Arizona
Spring crop acreage was estimated by
NASS, USDA at 7,600 acres, a decrease
from 2002s 7,800 acres. Yields were
275 cwt in 2003, an increase from 2002s
yiclds 0f 270 cwt. Production was
2,090,000 cwt in 2003 com’par'ed to
2,106,000 in 2002.

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MARKETING THE 2003 COLORADO POTATO CROP

SHIPMENTS: Colorado fresh potato
shipments were 16.4 million cwt, a
significant decrease from 2002s crop of
21.4 million cwt. Of the 16.4 million
cwt, 795,000 cwt were shipped out of
the Northern Colorado region. 2003 was
the first year these shipments were
tracked separately from the rest of the
other Colorado shipments. The shipping
period was from August 2003 to August
2004.

ACREAGE AND PRODUCTION:
According to USDA, National
Agricultural Statistics Service, Colorado
fall acreage was 66,300 acres, down
from 2002s 71,600. Yields for 2003
were 360 cwt per acre, a decrease from
2002s record breaking 390 cwt per acre.
Production was 23,652,000 cwt in 2003,
a significant decrease from 2002s
27,885,000 cwt.

Colorado had an additional 6,500 acres -
of summer potatoes with a production of
2,304,000 cwt in Northern Colorado.

HARVESTING: Water was a big issue
with the 2003 crop which was the main
reason for the decrease in acreage. This
coupled with a hot summer was probably
the main cause for the small tuber size in
the Nuggets. Tuber size of the Norkotah
was fairly normal. Harvest conditions
were practically ideal with very few
delays.

MARKETING: No prices were issued
from Northern Colorado as there are too
few packers in the area to quote. The

majority of the table crop is shipped to
other areas, including the San Luis
Valley to be marketed.

Prices from the San Luis Valley for
Russet Norkotahs baled 10-1b film bags
(on a per bale basis) opened in early
September at $4.00-4.25. Nuggets were
added to the report in mid-April and the
last report on the Norkotah/Nuggets was
issued during the third of July at $2.25-
2.50.

The first report on 70 count cartons was
also issued in early September at $9.00-
10.00. The season low was reported the
first week in October at $6.50-7.50. The
market rebounded to $11.00 the first
week of November and then bounced
around the $7.00-8.00 range for several
months. During the second week of
May it rose to $10.00 and then ended the
season at $11.00 the third week of July.
Round Red prices for baled 10-1b film
bags, U.S. No. 1 Size A opened $4.00-
5.00 the first week of September and
finished the end of May at $2.00-3.00.
The first report of Yellow flesh type
potatoes in baled 5-1b film bags was
issued mid-September at $9.00-10.00.
The last report was issued the end of
May at $7.00.

About 1/3 of Colorado’s fresh volume
from the San Luis Valley moved in bulk
to out-of-state repackers. According to
NASS, Russets accounted for 83% of the
crop acreage in Colorado. Reds were
5% and Whites were 12%. Any Blue
type potatoes were counted under the
Reds and the Yellow flesh were included
with the Whites.

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Marketing Delaware Potatoes
2003 Crop

Production

The National Agricultural Statistics Service has estimated Delaware’s 2003 potato crop at
864,000 cwt on 3700 acres. In 2002, Delaware produced 1,000,000 cwt from 4,100 acres.
Per acre yields were at 240 cwt, down from 250 cwt in 2002.

Weather and Crop

Planting of the round white potato crop was delayed due to late snow storms in February
and March. Severe cold and snow prevented growers from getting in the fields on time.
Planting did not get started until April. Planting was approximately 30 days behind
schedule. Planting was completed by May of 2003. The growing season continued to be
hampered by wet weather. First FOB was not until July 31, 2003.

Marketing

The Federal State Market News office in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania began reporting
shipments of Round White potatoes on July 15, 2003. The first fob was reported on July
31, 2003. At that time, 50 1b sacks of U.S. One size A round white potatoes were quoted
at $5 00. The market remained steady until August 15" when the price dipped to $4.50-
5.00. On August 18™ the market opened at $4.50 where it remained until August 260
when the potato market dropped to $4.00. From September 2-5 the market was mostly
$3.50. The potato market dropped to $3.25- 3 50 on September 8™, The potato market
remained steady at $3.25 from September 9™ until the last FOB price was reported on
November 10,

The first large Round White potato price was reported on August 12, 2003. The market
opened at $8.00. Supplies were light for large potatoes at the beginning of the season.
The next prlce was recorded on August 22™ at $8.00. The market dipped to $7.00 on
August 26™ and remained at that level until September 5 The market dropped to $6.00-
7.00 on September 8™ and settled at $6.00 on September 9. The large potato market
remained steady until October 28", The market opened at $5.50-6.00 on November 31,
The market remained steady until the last price was reported on November 5™

VARIETIES
The Superior and Reba were the principle varieties Grown in Delaware in 2003.

TRANSPORTATION

Delaware potato growers and shippers moved their entire crop to market by truck. A total
of 1932 truck lot equivalents (42 500 1bs) were shipped during the season compared with
1883 in 2002.

Marketing the 2003 Idaho Potato Crop

Shipments: Fresh potato shipments for
the 2003 crop totaled 32.7 million cwt.
This was 2.3 million cwt below the 2002
crop.  Shipments started August 7,
2003 and overlapped the end of the
previous crop. Storage shipments
continued to September 7%, 2004 and
overlapped the start of the 2004 new

crop.

Acreage and Production: The acreage

planted at 360,000 acres was 15,000
acres less than the 2002 crop (NASS,
USDA). The impact of the Heyburn fry
plant was partly responsible for the
acreage cut. The average yield statewide
was 344 cwt per acre, with yield 465 cwt
in the Southwest and 335 cwt per acre in
the other areas of the state. Production
was 123,180,000 cwt, down over 10
million cwt from the previous year.

The planting of the 2003 crop,
according to a limited objective yield

survey by NASS, was 69% Burbank,

13% Rangers, 10% Norkotahs, 1%
Shebody and Russet Alturas, and 5%
other. 40,000 acres of the total were

planted for seed.

Growing Condition: The crop was

planted timely, but a hot summer limited
tuber size potential and caused many

tubers to be misshapen.

Harvest: Harvest weather was very
good and harvest generally wound-up by
October 10™, one of the earliest finishes
in many years. First harvest in Western
Idaho of table-stock Russet Norkotahs
began the first week of August. |
Processors generally opened their

storages around September 15™ or 22",

Marketing: With the second year of
reduced plantings, growers were
optimistic about the marketing prospects

early in the marketing year. However, a
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number of new issues influenced both
fresh and processed consumption. In the
table-stock séctor, prices suffered from
changing dietary trends as low
carbohydrate diets became popular.

Early marketings of large-sized
cartons were light. Prices (per carton)
for U.S. Number One, 70-count Russet
Burbanks in November peaked at
$14.00-$15.00, spiking up from the
$§.OO initial Norkotah prices in August.
70-count cartons traded between $8.00-
$12.00'much of the season, with another
bump in April up to $14.00. July prices
were around $11.00 per carton for 70-
count.

With abundant supplies of small

- potatoes, the U.S. Number One non-size

A prices were low all season. Prices
were in the $2.00-$3.00 per bale range
much of the season for 10 1b mesh sacks.
Contracts between shippers and
foodservice firms continued to be more
prevalent. Several retail chains
conducted reverse bid auctions with
select shippers. These contracts and

auctions, which take many forms, may

be for weekly, quarterly, or annual
supplies. These contract and auction
prices rarely are divulged and are not .

reflected in the Market News reports.

Processing: The low carbohydrate
diets, along with the acrylimide scare
and obesity issues targeting fast foods,
also slowed processing usage.
Processing usage of Idaho potatoes
(only) through June 1* was 57.4 million
cwt, down almost 7 million cwt from the
previous year (IASS). Nationally,
dehydration use was 39 million cwt of
the total 173.4 million cwt processed to

June 1%,

Transportation Trends: Trucks hauled

75% of the total shipments and rail 25%.

Total shipments are collected from the
district Federal-State Inspection Service
offices. From this total, rail shipments
(as reported by the Supply Reports
section of the Market News Service) are
subtracted to yield the truck shipment
portion. Rail cars are converted on the
basis of 120,000 Ibs per car. As the
railroad introduces larger rail cars (4
truck equivalents) to their fleet, the rail

conversion will need to be raised.

THE TOP TEN
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Maine Potatoes
2003 season

Production: According to the New England Agricultural Statistics Service, Maine’s
2003 potato production was estimated at 17 million hundredweight, just slightly above
the 2002 season. The December 1 production forecast placed harvested acreage at
65,500 compared to 64,000 acres for the 2002 season. Yields of 260 cwt per acre were
off by 5 ewt from the prior season, and below the 5-year average of 275 cwt. per acre, the
lowest average yield since 1995.

Objective Yield Survey: Results from the annual Potato Objective Yield Survey
conducted by NASS placed the Russet Burbank (for processing) as the leading variety
planted in the state, comprising 33 percent of the total acreage, a decrease from the
2002 season’s 36 per cent. Next were the numbered Frito-Lay chipping varieties at
nearly 12% followed by Shepody, a long white variety also used primarily for
processing, at nearly 10% (up from 9%) and Superior at 6%, (down from 7%) and
Russet Norkotah at nearly 4.5%, off just slightly from the previous season. Acreage by
potato type was white (56%) up from 53% over the 2002 season, Russets at 40%
(from 43%) and red varieties (4%) the same as the previous crop.

Shipments: Maine fresh potato shipments totaled 2.7 million cwt. (through June) for
the 2003 season, down 21 percent when compared to 3.4 million cwt. for the same
period for the 2002 crop year, and off by 30% from the 1999 crop, according to the
Market News Service. A later harvest and sluggish demand early in the season
(September and October) slowed movement. At the end of October, shipments were
behind sharply by 43% from the previous season. The gap narrowed slightly by the end
of December as shipments lagged by 34% from 2002 and 41% behind the 2001 crop. By
the end of March, movement still lagged behind the 2002 season by 23 percent. Major
destinations for the 2003 crop (through May) were Massachusetts with approximately
2,023 loads, New York 1,449 loads, Pennsylvania 804 loads, North Carolina 480 loads
and New Jersey with 474 loads. Peak shipping periods included the holiday months of
November, December and January, although most dealers and growers were disappointed
with the movement.

Easements: According to the Maine Department of Agriculture’s Inspection Service,
loads sent to Canada for processing totaled 300,707 cwt. or 650 loads through July
2004, a healthy increase of 198 loads.
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Potato Stocks: Stocks on hand Décember 1 totaled 13.5 million cwt., 7 percent above
the 2002 crops December 1 holdings. Disappearance to date totaled 3.53 million cwt.,
compared with 4.36 million cwt the previous year. Storage accounted for 79% of the
state’s total production, compared with the previous five-year average of 80 percent. Of
the stocks on hand December 1, 46% were round white varieties, 48% were russets, 2%
Jlong whites and 4% red varieties. Nationwide, the December 1 potato stocks in the 15
storage States, at 267 million cwt., was up 1% from last season, and 3% above 2001.
The May 1 stocks on hand showed Maine’s holdings at 4.1 million cwt., 5% above
(3.8 million cwt) the 2002 season.

Growing Season: Cool, wet conditions prevailed during May and June. By the end of
May, 50% of planting had been finished, compared with 70% normally planted by this
time. For the most part, planting was concluded by the middle of June. Emergence was
seriously slowed due to the cool soil temperatures and NASS reported only 25%
emergence compared to the 5-year average of 65% by mid-month. Warmer and drier
conditions in July helped growth progress. Two weeks of heavy rains in early August
left standing water in the rows and resulted in some acreage unharvested as well as
diminished tuber quality and size in some locations. A few late blight fields were
reported in the northern part of Aroostook County and were eradicated immediately.
Potatoes were 100% dug by the third week in October, on a normal schedule.

Harvest: The initial vine-killing applications on some early varieties were applied late
August. Cooler weather persisted through the beginning of September with a few
showers. Some growers harvested for early processing, although most were reluctant to
dessicate late-variety vines as the tubers needed additional size. Early potatoes for the
fresh market were packed and sent direct to the customer. By the end of September,
harvest was in full swing and 45% completed as warmer, drier days prevailed.
Harvesting in early October was hampered by heavy rainfall. Warm, dry conditions
followed which allowed growers to accelerate harvest with little frost threat and digging

. was completed in a normal time frame the third week of October 21. Tuber size on later

varieties in some instances did not gain the bulk the growers were hoping for.



Marketing Season: The first fob pricing report was issued by the Market News Service
in late-October when Round white U.S. One 2-inch minimum10-pound open window
sacks loose sold at a high of mestly .75-.80 and baled 10 5-pound filmbags at mostly
$5.00. Demand for Round whites was sluggish all year. The biggest demand came at
Thanksgiving and again in mid-January and a flurry in mid-March. Prices ended at a low
during late February and March with 10s mostly .50-.55. The glut of potatoes yet in
storage prompted the USDA’s Natural Resources Conservation Service to assist with the
disposal of unmarketable potatoes in the state. Approximately 738,000 cwt of potatoes
were disposed of in late March under USDA guidance and another 1 million cwt was
passed and paid from the state’s coffer in July 2004. Over 1.8 million dollars in aid
was prorated to growers who qualified for the program. With supplies limited in May,
prices inched up to end the reporting season at mostly .65-.70 the first week of June.
Pressure from Canadian Round whites, namely from Prince Edward Island, continued to
be a thorn in the Maine marketplace again this season.

The first report for Russet Norkotah was issued the last week of October as U.S. One
2-inch or 4 ounce minimum baled 10 5-pound filmbags sold from mostly $§5.25-5.50.
Weak pricing from the Western growing regions left little room for advancement in
market pricing the entire season. Stripper sizes were more prevalent and competed
strongly in the consumer bag market this season. By the first of the New Year, 5s had
slipped to mostly $4.75-5.00 and continued downward to the final resting place of mostly
$4.00-4.50 by the middle of February. Low prices on Number 2 grade russets also hurt
the large market for Round whites in many Eastern markets. These prices remained flat
until the end of the seasons reporting in early June.

Packaging: Major consumer packages for Maine Round whites were 2-inch minimum
loose 10-1b. sacks and baled 10 5-Ib film bags. Some growers with premium chain-store
accounts packed 2 %” minimum size during the season and were rewarded with higher
returns that averaged $1.00 above the 2 inch pack. The chief pack for Russets was baled
- 5-pound film bags, although some chain store accounts were interested in 8-pound, 10-
pound or 15 pound packages.

Transportation: Truck shortages were quite a problem during the second half of the
season. Rising fuel costs and competition with seed deliveries posed some problems on
a day-by-day basis for many destinations, especially in February and March.

With demand sluggish on table stock, most shippers did not encounter too many truck -
shortages in the fall and early winter months. Late in the season, in competition with
seed deliveries, nationwide truck shortages, and rising fuel prices, transportation was an
additional burden to growers and dealers.
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Maine Chipping Potatoes - 2003 season

Statistics: Maine chipping potato shipments totaled 2,021,173 cwt. for the 2003
season, a slight decrease from the previous season record movement in recent years of
2,197,805 cwt. Contracts were similar to the previous season, with the slightly reduced
yield the primary reason for the slight decrease in shipments. The first shipments of the
season began mid-August and finished mid-June. Approximately 8,000 of the 66,000
total acres in the state were devoted to chip production for the 2003 season. Most of ¢
the production is located in Central and Southern Aroostook County with one major
grower in the northern part of the county.

Marketing:  Out-of-the-field supplies were initially harvested in mid-August and
finished with supplies out-of-storage mid-June. Contracts stayed behind schedule for
most of the year as demand was less and other growing areas had big yields. Peak
shipping occurred in December, January and May, ahead of the Holiday season and
the Super Bowl. Volume has remained fairly stable for the last several years, as most
supplies are contracted ahead of the season and the Maine market has attracted less
regular buyers. There was no open market chip stock buying this season. The major
buyer/contractor in the state was Frito-Lay, with smaller quantities sent to Cape Cod and
Wachusettes Potato Chip Companies in Massachusetts, as well Wise Foods in '
Pennsylvania and an occasional smaller buyer/broker.

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Maine Seed Potatoes
2003 season

Acreage: The Maine Seed Inspection Department was responsible for inspection and certification
of seed shipments by variety and destination for the industry. Florida-tested acreage for the 2003-
2004 season totaled 14,584 acres, up slightly (14,431) from last season; however, a sharp decline
from the early 1990s. These figures did not include growers own seed plots. Certification tags were
issued by state Seed Potato Specialists for lots that met official grades for Maine Certified Seed, and
after Florida testing, recorded 5 per cent or less virus diseased plants. Maine Certified Seed Potato
acreage for the 2003 season totaled 14,869 acres. Major varieties were Superior, Atlantic, Russet
Burbank, Shepody, Reba, Yukon Gold, Snowden and Norwis. Measurable increases were noted
in the following key varieties: Red LaSoda (up 41%), LaChipper (up 34%), Russet Norkotah (up
32%), Ontario (up 31%), Pike (up 26%), Dark Red Norland (up 19%) and Yukon Gold (up
17%). Decreases were reported in Eva, (down 28%) Russet Burbank (down 14%), Andover
(down 7%), and Shepody (down 4%,

Shipments: Shipments began in early November to Florida and finished mid-June for the 2003
shipping season, down 10% from the previous season and 14% from two years ago. A total of
1,254,446 cwt. was recorded for the season, below the previous year’s final of 1,392,096 cwt and
the 2001 total of 1,453,784 cwt. Major destinations for Maine seed were Florida with 289,041
cwt., down 10% from the previous season’s figure of 319,731 cwt; New York decreased 13% to
227,717 cwt; North Carolina received 207,161 cwt, down sharply at 14% from last year. Other
major states with shipments of seed were Pennsylvania, Delaware and Canada. Peak volume was
reported in March and April, when North Carolina, New York, Pennsylvania, Delaware and
several other Mid-Atlantic States received the bulk of their shipments. Destinations included 28
states and/or countries this season.. The major variety shipped by Maine seed growers was the
Round White Atlantic chipping variety at 292,089 cwt., followed by FL numbered chipping
varieties, Superior (for the table market), Snowden (chipping), Reba and Norwis (table market).
Atlantic movement decreased by 7% and the FL. numbered varieties 4% from last season. A
dramatic decline was noted in Norwis (down 26% and Reba (down 17%) while Snowden dropped
9%. A reduction in chipping contracts coupled with wet planting weather reduced acreage along
the Atlantic Seaboard. Superior plantings were nearly equal to the 2002 season. Other noteworthy
changes included a sharp increase for Kennebec seed (up 33%) and a slight bump in Yukon Gold
(up5%). However, Russet Norkotah movement declined by a big 45% and LaChipper was down
by 10% from the past season. Fifty-five varieties of seed were shipped this season, six less than the
past season.

Marketing: The Market News Service issued the first weekly Seed Potato report on January 30,
2004, with trading slow. The weekly price range of Maine Generation 1 or better Certified Seed
USOne size A bulk per cwt unless otherwise stated on open market Atlantic sales were initially
reported at mostly $4.50-5.00 bulk cwt range for prompt delivery, while Dark Red Norland seed
brought $4.50-4.75 in 50 pound bags. By early March, Atlantics were as low as $3.50 cwt with
few takers-a far cry from $9.00-9.50 cwt last season. Seed was more abundant throughout the
season as many pre-season contracted loads were cancelled due to poor demand and weak pricing.
Inclement weather (cold and wet) postponed buying and delayed deliveries from North Carolina
up the coast. Truck shortages were reported during stormy periods through the mid-Atlantic and
Northeastem states. The last pricing report was issued April 9 with Superior seed at $3.50-4.00
cwt, Norwis mostly $4.50-5.00 and Reba mostly $5.50-6.00 cwt for prompt delivery. Dealers
complained of getting returned seed lots than were being shipped out for much of the season.

2003 season

Production: According to the National Agricultural Statistics Service, Michigan
growers harvested 45,500 acres in 2003, the same as the previous season. However,
potato yields increased to 330 hundred weight per acre, up from 305 cwt reported in
2002. The revised figures released in January placed production at 15,015,000 cwt., an
increase of 8 percent (13.8 million cwt) over the prior season. Round whites composed
86 percent of the potatoes planted, with Russets at 13% and Reds only 1 percent.
Approximately 30% of the state’s acreage was planted with table varieties.

Growing Season: Planting of the summer round white Onaway crop (approximately
2,000-2,500 acres) in east central Bay County was underway the second week of April
and was finished by the May 1%. For the most part, April and May were plagued by cool
and wet conditions, which stalled planting progress in some areas. However, the majority
of the crop was planted by the first week of June statewide. Warmer temperatures finally
arrived in mid-June, which benefited tuber development, and forced growers to irrigate
by the end of the month. Much of August and early September was warm and dry, with
many areas wishing for some rain. Much needed rainfall arrived in late September,
although good conditions prevailed into late October.

Haryest: Harvest of the early Onaway crop was underway in Bay County mid-July
under mild weather conditions. Initial movement to storage of the fall crop began after
Labor Day, although the Onaway crop was still being marketed. Harvest was
interrupted by showers off and on during October, although most growers finished in a
timely fashion by the end of the month.

Summer Marketing Season: According to the Market News Service, f.0.b. shipping
point prices for the summer Round White Onaway variety began at the highest level of
the season in late-July as U.S. One Size A 10 1b. open window paper sacks sold at mostly
$1.20. By mid-August, prices had dropped to mostly .90 with increased competition
from the East Coast. Shipments peaked at 113 loads with Labor Day promotions. By
the end of the marketing season for the larger Onaway crop in early November, prices
had slipped to a low of mostly .65-.70. compared to the previous crop year of mostly
$1.10-1.15 per 10-pound sack.
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Storage Season: Prices for both Round White and Russet storage supplies were flat the
entire season with whites and Russets at nearly the same level. Demand for Round
whites was slow with Russet demand only slightly better. Depressed western Russet
prices allowed little opportunity for Michigan growers. The first price report for
storage spuds was issued by the Market News Service in mid November with Russet
Norkotah (and Goldrush) U.S. One size A 10-pound film bags loose mostly 70-.80, while
Round white size A 10-pound open window sacks loose brought mostly .70-.75. These
prices remained steady the entire season.

Movement: The Market News Service reported fresh movement of approximately 1.64
million cwt., or 3,652 loads, up 209 loads over the 2002 season with 3,443 loads. This
was the biggest shipping season since the 1999 large crop, when Michigan shipped
approximately 3,843 loads. Movement was slow the first half of the season though. At
the end of December, shipments were behind the previous year by nearly 167 loads.
Peak shipping periods did not arrive until the first of the New Year. Lackluster
Thanksgiving and Christmas sales disappointed growers. January and March shipments
stepped up with over 400 loads, followed by Easter promotions in April which accounted
for an additional 360 loads. December and February each recorded 350 loads.

The reporting season extended into mid-June, with only a few growers left to finish in
late July.

Stocks: Michigan’s potato stocks on hand December 1, 2003 totaled 8.4 million cwt.,
up by 6% over the 2002 December 1 holdings. Storage accounted for 56% of Michigan’s
total production, with 86% Round white, Russet 13% and Red only 1%. The April 1
potato holdings were 3.1 million cwt., a gain of 7% from the previous season and the
highest holdings in the last eleven years. The May 1 stocks painted a worse picture as
holdings totaled 1.6 million cwt., 60% above the 2002 season.

Packaging: Major packaging remained the loose 10 Ib. open window paper sack for
Round Whites and 10 1b. film bags loose for Russet varieties (predominantly Norkotah
and Goldrush). Special promotions were geared early in the season around the 15-1b.
film bag Russet and an 8-1b. film bag of premium Round whites and Russets for a major
chain store buyer in the state throughout the season.

Transportation: Trucks are rarely a problem for the Michigan potato grower. Much of
what is raised stays within the state or neighboring states; hence, trucks were generally
adequate.

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Michigan ChippingPOtatoes
- 2003 season

Stattstlcs Round white chlppmg vanetles domlnate potato production in Mlchlgan and
Michigan leads the nation in chipping production. Predominant varieties included Atlantic,
Snowden, Pike and FL numbered selections. According to Michigan Agricultural Statistics
Service, total acreage planted for the state was 46,000 (down 500 acres from last season) with
45,500 acres harvested. Yields were higher than 2002 crop at 330 hundredweight/acre with
production set at 15 million cwt, compared to 13.878 million cwt. the previous season.
Approximately 86% of plantings were Round white varieties, largely for chipping potatoes and a
smaller percentage for the table markets. Movement for the 2003 season totaled 9.1 million
cwt., up from last seasons’ total of nearly 8.9 million cwt.

Growing Season: Planting of out-of-field supplies (mostly Atlantic and Pike) began the second
week of April in south central St. Joseph County, followed shortly by the Bay County growers.
Due to a cool, wet spring, planting was subject to a series of delays before the majority of the
crop was planted by June 1*. Hot and dry conditions by the end of June forced many fields to be
irrigated at regular intervals much of the summer months. Movement to storages began in
September by most growers.

Hdrfest: Out-of-the-field supplies of Atlantic were harvested beginning the last week in July

from St. Joseph County, followed by the Bay and Montcalm and surrounding counties acreage.

Harvesting continued through October with several interruptions due to rain and cool morning
temperatures.

Marketing:  Open market sales were weak for much of the crop year due to higher yields in

Michigan and competing areas coupled with slower demand for chip products at the retail level.
Many attribute the lighter demand with protein-rich diets such as the Atkins and South Beach
Diet that cut out carbohydrates from the daily diet. Open market chip prices in early August
for out of the field supplies brought only $3.00 per hundredweight. Most chip companies
remained behind schedule on their contracts most of the season. By late April, open market
prices had dropped to $2.00-2.50 cwt. with few sales. Most companies had switched to new crop
supplies in Florida by the end of April. A few open market sales continued through May at the
$2.00-2.50 range. The bulk of shipments were sent by late June, although a few growers
provided additional supplies well into late July. Some supphes were left at the end of the season
without a home.

Stocks: According to NASS, Michigan’s potato stocks on hand December 1, 2003 totaled 8.4
million cwt, compared to 8.2 million cwt. the previous season, 6 per cent above the December
2002 holdings. Storage accounted for 56 per cent of Michigan’s total production, with a large
percentage being chip stock (Round whites represented approximately 90% of the holdings).
The May 1 potato stocks showed holdings of 1.6 million cwt, 60% above the previous season.

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Marketing the 2003 Big Lake & Central Minnesota Crop

Growing Conditions & Harvest:
The Big Lake & Central Minnesota
District stretches from Big Lake area
in southwestern Minnesota to include
Long Prairie and Red Lake areas of
Central Minnesota. The summer was
hot. Harvest started in late July. The
bulk of the Round Red harvest was
done by early September and Russet
digging continued most of October.

Shipments: Shipments started in July
and continued in December. August
was the peak month, followed by
September. All shipments were by
truck. Total shipments for the season

~were 1,587,000 cwt., nearly identical
to the 2002 crop.

Acreage & Production: The
Minnesota Agricultural Statistics
Service does not publish separate data
for the Big Lake & Central Minnesota
area, as such. The ‘County Estimates’
release shows 19,300 acres planted in
the Central Minnesota counties
(which includes Sherburne county),
18,500 harvested. Yield per acre in
the Central counties was 405 cwt.
putting production at 7,489,500. This
Central production was 17% higher
than 2002 because of higher yield.

‘Marketing: The Big Lake district
fills a niche between the Round Red
storage crops and after the Florida &
Arizona Spring crops. Round Red

prices opened at $11.00-11.50 the first
week of August for 100 Ib sacks U.S.
No. 1 Size A. The season low was
$7.00-7.50 the last week in August.
Round Red prices were considerably
lower than the previous 3 years, in
part, because of competition with
Kern county California, crop.

Russet Norkotah marketing started in
late August. Prices for 10 Ib film
bags, non Size A, U.S. No. 1 opened
at $4.25-4.50 per bale. Baled traded
at $4.00-4.50 in September. The
season low was $3.50 per bale in
October.

70 count carton Norkotah prices fared
considerably better than the baled
prices. 70s peaked at $8.00-9.00
shortly after opening in August. The
70 count carton prices held fairly
steady. The season low was $7.00-
7.50 per carton.

Packaging: Round Reds are mainly
packed in 100-1b sacks, 50-1b paper

sacks and 5 & 10 1b film bags in

balers with some 50-1b cartons used.

The smaller Russet Norkotahs were
mainly packed in 5 and 10 Ib film
bags while the larger sized potatoes
were packed in 50-1b cartons of
various count sizes.

Planting, Growing Conditions &
Harvest: Most table-stock Round
Red potatoes were planted in May.

Growing conditions during the
summer were mostly good.
Temperatures were above normal.

Shipments and Transportation:

- Table-stock shipments started in
September 2003 and continued from
storage through July 2004. The peak
shipment month was January with
515,000 cwt. Fresh shipments for the
season totaled 3,479,000 cwt., nearly
identical to the 2002 crop. Shipments
are collected from the voluntary
cooperation of shippers. All
shipments were by truck. This is the
first marketing year where no rail

usage was noted. Chipping potato

shipments were recorded at 2,148,000

cwt.

Acreage & Production: Minnesota
reported 60,000 acres total planted in
2003 with 19,500 acres in the
Northwest counties. Production was
-0f 5,045,000 cwt in the Northwest
counties. North Dakota Agricultural
Statistics Service listed 2003 acreage

at 117,000 planted. Most table-stock
potatoes in North Dakota are grown
dry-land; there were 37,000 irrigated
acres which mostly went to
processing. Overall yield per acre in
North Dakota was 245 cwt, up from
230 in 2002 crop, making production
27.4 million cwt from North Dakota.
19.2% of the planted acreage was red
potatoes according to N.D.
Agricultural Statistics Service.

Marketing: Round Red prices were
low all season. 100 Ib sacks of U.S.
No. 1 Size A Round Red potatoes
opened at $7.00 in mid—Séptember,
which was the season-high price.
Prices traded in a very narrow range
between $6.00-7.00 nearly all season.

The low price was $5.50-6.00 in April.

Round Red prices were impacted the
low-priced storage Russet Non-size A
prices and increased Round Red
acreage in other areas.

Packaging: The Round Red potatoes

were packed primarily in 100 1b sacks,

50-1b paper sacks and baled 10 and 5
1b film bags.

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Long Island Potatoes
2003 Season

Statistics: According to the New York Agricultural Statistics Service, New York growers
harvested 21,700 acres of potatoes for the 2003 season, 300 less acres than the previous season
and the second lowest in over 10 years. However, production figures shot up to 6,510,000
hundredweight, 18% above the previous season. Statewide yields were a record high 300 ewt.
per acre. Growers on Long Island reported fairly average yields of approximately 325-350 cwt
for all white varieties combined with higher reports on Norwis, a major variety for storage for the
island. A few growers have planted heavier to Yellow varieties which yield lower than the
whites. Unofficial sources reported planted acreage of potatoes around 4,500 acres on Long
Island.

Growing Season: Planting started on schedule in early April and finished just slightly later than
usual. May was cool and rainy and June brought sporadic weather patterns. July and August were
warm and drier, although harvest got underway later as August was wet and delayed harvesting
some days. The extra moisture promoted some instances of hollow heart due to the rapid growth
of the tuber.

Marketing Season: The first fob shipping point sales were issued by the Market News Service
was issued in early September with U.S. One Size A 50-pound sacks of Round Whites at the
season high of $4.00-4.50, and baled 5s from $6.50-7.50. Long Island had a difficult time
breaking into the market, as the Eastern Seaboard potato regions were running at least two weeks
behind completion. Sluggish demand kept Delaware in the picture far longer than New York
liked and hindered movement. The first report for “chefs” or large potatoes was later than usual,
the end of October with a price range of mostly $5.25-6.00. By that time, size A 50s had dropped
to mostly $3.50. By Thanksgiving, consumer packs of baled 10-5s and 5-10s slipped to mostly
$5.50-6.00 and $4.50 -5.00 respectively. Demand was poor for the remainder of the season, due
in part to “low carb” diets and changing eating patterns. Supplies from Canada (namely Prince
Edward Island) put added pressure on the Eastern Seaboard markets as well as a greater amount
of consumer pack size in the western Russet crop. The demand for chefs was also thwarted by
the low cost price of Russet 50s. Shipments peaked in November for Thanksgiving business,
although many shippers were disappointed with Christmas and New Year’s promotions.
The final f.0.b. of the season in Mid-March reported size A 50s at mostly $2.75-3.00 and baled 5s
at mostly $4.75-5.00, while large (chefs) finished the season at mostly $3.75-4.00.

Movement: The MNS reported shipments from Long Island at approximately 1,900 loads for
the season, down by over 100 loads from the previous season’s movement of 2,018 loads.
Competition with Canada brought export loads down by nearly 30 percent from the previous
season and totaled approximately 170 loads. The slow movement of the crop extended the season
into mid-April and was one of the longest seasons in recent years.

Stocks: Stocks on hand December 1 for New York were 3 million hundredweight, a big
increase of 25% from the previous season. By March 1, New York’s holdings were 1.5
million hundredweight, a huge increase of 150% from the March 2003 report (600,000 cwt).
Most of these holdings were held in upstate chip storages.

Packaging: The major pack on the island is the 50-1b. sack. Many growers and brokers
delivered to re-packers and wholesalers in New York City, Florida and North Carolina, and large
size potatoes to foodservice accounts along the East Coast.

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New York Chipping Potatoes
2003 Season

Statistics: According to the New York Agricultural Statistics Service, New York growers
harvested 21,700 acres of potatoes for the 2003 season, down 300 acres from the previous
~ season. Production figures zoomed to 6,510,000 hundredweight, an increase of 18% from
the 2002 crop final of 5,500,000 cwt. Statewide yields were a record-high 300 cwt. per
acre compared to the 2002 season at 250 cwt. and the highest yield reported in ten years..
The center of chip production is located in Western and Central New York in Steuben,
Wayne, Wyoming and Livingston Counties. An unofficial estimate of acreage is
approximately 8,000-8,500 acres with normal yields in the range of 275-325 cwt per acre.
Soil conditions range from gravel-like loam on rocky hillsides to rich muck land.

Production and GrowingSeason: New York chip preduction for the 2003 season totaled

nearly 1.77 million hundredweight, an increase of over 4% from the previous year and
12% above the 2001 season, according to the Market News Service. A cool, wet spring
kept planting progress behind schedule again this season. Wet weather continued for much
of the summer, which provided ample moisture for potatoes. Warm temperatures and drier
conditions dominated July and August. Harvest was active early in August and continued
into mid-October on a fairly normal schedule.

Marketing: The shipping season started in mid-August and peaked with out-of-the-field
supplies in mid September. Major varieties included Atlantic, Andover and Pike for the
early volume, and mostly Snowden were kept for storage. The dominant buyers and
brokers in the New York chip market were Wise Foods, EK Bare, Utz Quality Foods,
Stowe Potato Sales, Pennsylvania Potato Co-Op and Frito-Lay. Open market offerings
were practically non-existent throughout the season with chip companies only interested in
filling their contracted volume. With record yields, growers were frustrated by the
demand and some supplies were not used. Chip sales were sluggish during the year, as
people became more diet conscious due to the popular low carb eating regimens of the
Atkins and South Beach Diets.

Stocks on hand: According to the New York Agricultural Statistics, stocks on hand
December 1 totaled 3 million hundredweight, up 25% from the previous season. By April
1, 750,000 cwt. remained in storage, up dramatically by 250 percent and by June 1 stocks
on hand was at a historic high of 62 percent from the previous season.

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Ohio Chipping Potatoes

2003 Season

Statistics: Ohio harvested 4300 acres of potatoes, up 200 acres from the previous
season, according to the Ohio Agricultural Statistics Service. Yields were a healthy 300
cwt per acre, up sharply from 215 and 255 the previous two seasons and the highest in
the past ten crop years. Production was 1.2 million ecwt., up dramatically by 43
percent from the previous season of 900,000 cwt. Peak shipments occurred in mid-
August and September with out-of-the-field contracted supplies. Field supplies were
available into November. Total movement for the 2003 crop was 427,499 ewt and
exceeded the 2002 crop by 43 percent, according to the Market News Service.

Growing Season: Planting began in early April with warmer than normal temperatures
and slightly above normal precipitation levels. Planting proceeded at an accelerated pace
early but fell behind slightly due to wet conditions in mid to late May. Planting finished
the middle of June seven days later than the 2002 season and 11 days behind the five-year
average. Nearly ideal growing conditions fostered a great yield for the 2003 crop.

Harvesting Season: Harvest was underway in early August. However, cool wet
conditions slowed the pace at the end of the month. Forty percent of the crop was
harvested at the end of the month, slightly behind the five-year average. Contracts for
field supplies lagged with heavy yields and poorer consumer demand. Growers
continued to ship field supplies into early November. Limited storage contracts
concluded the season in mid-January. There were no open market sales reported by the
Market News Service.

Stocks on hand: The December 1 potato stocks at 260,000 cwt., were up drastically by
306 percent from the previous season. The stocks accounted for 20% of production on
December 1, compared to 9% the previous year. The February 1 stocks held 130,000
cwt on hand compared to the previous season of 20,000 cwt. or 10% of total production

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Pennsylvania Chippinig Potatoes

2003 Season

Statistics: Pennsylvania harvested 13,500 acres of potatoes, down 500 acres from the
previous season and the same as two seasons ago, according to the Pennsylvania
Agricultural Statistics Service. Production was 3.9 million c¢wt, an increase of 51
percent from the 2002 season and 23% more than the 2001 crop year. Record-high
yields of 290 cwt outpaced the two previous seasons at 57% and 23% respectively.’
Ninety-six percent of the crop was Round White and 4% red varieties. This was the first
season that the Market News Service reported chip volume in the state. No open market
prices were quoted this year. With a bumper crop, and slower demand, excess potatoes
were forced to the cullage pile or diverted for other uses. During the storage season, a
few open market sales were unofficially reported at the current contracted price schedule.

Growing Season: Planting commenced at a normal time in mid-April. However, cooler
wet conditions slowed planting progress for much of the season. By Memorial Day,
planting progress was reported by the Pennsylvania Agricultural Statistics Service as 68
percent completed, compared to the previous crop year of 76% and the five-year average
of 79 percent. Planting generally was completed near the later half of June, well

behind the five-year average. The largest acreage potatoes were the Northwestern, East
Central and Central districts of the state. ‘

Harvesting Season: Harvest of field supplies was underway in early August. A rainy
fall season slowed harvest. Heavy rains from Hurricane Isabel pushed the harvest behind
- schedule: at the end of September, only 68 percent of harvesting was completed.
October brought drier conditions, although cool mornings slowed the pace slightly. Most
growers were finished by the first week of November. Shipments peaked with field
supplies in late August through October. The crop year came to a close in rmd—Apnl
w1th a total of 856,019 cwt. shipped, according to the Market News Service.

Stocks on hand: The December 1 potato stocks of 2.2 million cwt of potatoes showed
a hefty increase of 57% over the previous season, according to NASS.. By March 1,
700,000 cwt remained in storage, up 17% from the previous year. Storage continued
into May with holdings of 100,000 cwt.

2003 POTATO CROP

Price and Shipment reporting from the 2003 High Plains Crop was done by the
Idaho Falls, Idaho Market News office

Acreage & Production: According to
the USDA National Agricultural
Statistics Service, Texas summer potato
acreage was 9,000 acres planted with
600 acres unharvested. This was an
increase of the 2002 summer crop.
Yields in 2003 were 420 hundredweight
(cwt), an increase from 2002s 400 cwt.
Production in 2003 was 3.5 million cwt,
up from 3.3 in 2002.

New Mexico planted and harvested
1,900 acres of summer potatoes, a
decrease from 2002s 2,500 acres planted
and 2,300 acres harvested. Yields in
2003s were 280 cwt, which is a decrease
from 2002s 320 cwt. Production was
532,000 cwt, which was a 28 percent
decrease from 2002s 736,000 cwt
(USDA, NASS).

Shipments: Shipments from the High
Plains district were 605,000 cwt. This
was a decrease from 2002s 947,000 cwt.
August was the peak month. Due to the
limited number of handlers, all the
eastern New Mexico (Clovis area)
shipments were combined with the
Texas shipments.

Crops & Weather: During the last
week of June, cooler temperatures
slowed water evaporation and also
slowed crop development. Hot

conditions returned to the Plains the first
week of July where they remained for
the rest of the month. During the
weekending July 15, Tropical Storm
Claudette veering toward the state coast
which caused some locations to receive
rain but the majority of the area received
none. Harvest was quite late as it didn’t
begin until mid-July. Much of the State
got relief from the 100+ temperatures as
unseasonably cooler weather moved in
mid August. Harvest was generally
complete by the end of August.

Marketing: Round Red potato
marketing began during the week eﬁding
July 19® at $12.00-13.00 for 100 1b sack,
U.S. No. 1 Size A. The price declined
slightly each week until the last report of
$10.00-11.00 issued during the week
ending August 9.

Russet Norkotah marketing began the.
week ending August 9 and ended
during the week ending August 23.
Shipping point prices for Russet
Norkotahs in 100 1b sacks, U.S. No. 1,

~ Size A opened at $6.00. 70 count in 50-

Ib cartons opened at $7.00-8.00.

Packaging: The majority of the crop is
marketed in 100 1b sacks, 50-1b cartons
and unwashed bulk to repackers.

GENERAL COMMENTS - 2003 Crop -

PRODUCTION: FOR WASHINGTON STATE: The National Agricultural Statistics Service set the
production for the 2003 season at 93,150,000 cwt compared to 92,400,000 cwt produced in 2001,
Growers harvested 162,000 acres compared to 165,000 acres in 2002. Yields were up slightly, from
560 cwt/acre in 2002, to 575 cwt/acre in 2003.

PACKAGING: U.S. #1 size A potatoes were packed to the required 2 inch or 4 ounce minimum size.
Count sizes were generally packed in 50-lb cartons. 10-ounce minimum "bakers" were also packed in
50-Ib cartons or 50 Ib sacks. Non size A potatoes were generally packed in 50 |b masters with 10-5 Ib
or 5-10 |Ib bales, or in 100 Ib sacks.

SHIPMENTS: (in 1,000 cwt)

WASHINGTON - ALL DISTRICTS: Fresh market for the 2003 crop totaled 11,153. Distribution of
shipments for the 2003 season was as follows: 750 rail, 75 rail-truck, 8,971 truck-domestic, and
1,357 truck-export. Shipments peaked the week ending November 8" when 320 were shipped.

UMATILLA BASIN OREGON: Fresh market for the 2003 crop totaled 1,398. Distribution of shipments
for the 2002 season was as follows: 128 rail, O rail-truck, 1,093 truck-domestic, 177 truck-export.
Shipments peaked the week ending September 27" when 80 were shipped.

(Al prices per carton 70s) The first FOB for Norkotahs was issued the week ending August 2nd at

© $7.00-7.50 (compared to $14.00-16.00 in 2002). The market picked in August as supplies of old crop
potatoes were finally depleted and delays in new crop provided additional demand. By late August the
price had risen to $9.00. As the harvest picked up and supplies increased in September the market
dropped back to $7.00-8:00 by the end of the month. As the harvest began to wind down in late
October, the demand picked up for cartons and the market hit the season high of $11.00 by the end of
the month. This held for most of the Thanksgiving demand, but dropped after the holiday and by mid-
December settled at $8.00-9.00. The market held steady through the end of January when it dropped
to $8.00-8.50. In mid-March the market settled $8.00. Finally in early April the market picked up
slightly rising to 8.00-8.50. In June the market started rising again as supplies were in few hands, and
by the end of the month hit $10.00 once again.

(All prices per 50-lb master for 5-10 lb. film bales) Bales in early August at $3.50-4.50 (compared to
$8.00-10.00 in 2002). The market leveled off at $2.50 in mid-September and was steady through
mid-October when it began to rise again. The market rose slightly to $2.50-3.00 and held through
Thanksgiving. In early December it dropped slightly to $2.50-2.75 where it remained through mid-
February. In late February the bale market dropped to $2.00-2.50 where it remained through early May.
in May the bale market dropped once again to $1.75-2.25. In June the market rose slightly as supplies
were in fewer hands to finish the season at $2.00-2.50.

WEATHER, GROWING & HARVESTING: Allocation of water between farmers, fish, power plants, ar;d
endangered species is still an issue in the Basin although many of the remaining operations have their own

private water sources now. It is unlikely that the Klamath Basin will recover any time soon to production levels
prior to the loss in irrigation a few short years ago.

PACKAGING: U.S. #1 size A potatoes are required to meet a 2-inch or 4 ounce minimum. Count sizes were
generally packed in 50 Ib. cartons. 10-ounce minimum "bakers" were packed in 50 Ib. cartons or 100 ib. .
sacks. Non size A potatoes were generally packed in 50 Ib. masters with 10-5 Ib. or 5-10 Ib. bales, or in 100 Ib.
sacks. :

SHIPMENTS: (in 1,000 cwt) Fresh market shipments for the 2003 crop for the Klamath Basin totaled 1,721.
Peak shipments went out the week ending November 22nd when 78 units were shipped.

MARKETING: (All prices per 50 Ib. carton for carton 70s) The first Fobs were issued the week ending
October 18™ at $9.00. The market rose to $11.00-12.00 for the Thanksgiving demand only to drop back to
$10.00 in mid-December. Prices were unchanged through late February when the dropped again to $9.00-
10.00. In late March they rose slightly to $10.00-11.00. For most of April and early May the market stayed
at $11.00, settling back to $10.00-11.00 in mid-May through the end of the reported season in mid-June.

(All prices per 50-Ib. master for 5-10 Ib. bales) The first Fobs were issued the week ending October 18" $3.00-
3.25 (compared to $5.50-6.50 in 2002). The market rose slightly to $3.25-3.50 and then settled at $3.00-3.50
in mid-November.

2003s
production was 32,800,000 cwt,
compared to 31,125,000 in 2002.

Shipments: Shipments from Central
Wisconsin were 12,652,000 cwt. The
peak shipping month was November at.
1,613,000 cwt. All of the potatoes were
shipped by truck, there are no rail
shipments out of Wisconsin.

Shipments of Chip Stock potatoes were
5,496,000 cwt in 2003. The peak
shipping month was December with
781,000 cwt shipped.

Shipments of Seed Potatoes were
1,312,000 cwt. March was the peak
shipping month with 476,000 cwt
shipped. '

Crop and Weather: The first week of
summer brought improved farming
conditions to the state of Wisconsin.
Scattered rain and increased
temperatures were a welcome sight as
crop development was pushed along.
Typical summer weather arrived in the
Badger State mid-July. Rains were a
common occurrence over most of the
State which combined with warm
temperatures continued to advance crop
growth. Temperatures were mostly 1 to
4 degrees below normal during the third
week of July but were sufficient for

good plant development. By the end of
July, however, lack of precipitation
became the topic of discussion amongst
farmers. around the State. Temperatures
remained on the cool side, averaging 1-3
degrees below normal. This continued a
cooler than normal trend for the growing
season.

Rain was welcomed across the State to
help end the recent dry spell. Producers
had hoped for a long “soaker” but were
happy to see any relief for their thirsty
crops. The period of June 1 to August 3
remained up to 4 inches behind normal
in precipitation levels. Scattered rain
continued to fall until the third week of

- August when hot, dry conditions

returned to again stress the crops. By
the end of August, temperatures were 4
to 9 degrees above normal, but
unfortunately most areas had no
moisture to take advantage of the added

heat units.

New Brunswick Potatoes
2003 season

Production: According to Statistics Canada, New Brunswick potato production was estimated at
15.2 million hundredweight, up just slightly from the 2002 season at 15.08 million cwt. The July
2004 production report placed harvested acreage at 58,500 acres, 500 acres above the previous
season. Yields were the same at 260 cwt. per acre.

Movement: Barly movement (August-December) to the U.S. (608,884 cwt) decreased 9 percent

~from the 2002 season’s shipments of 670,286 and was down sharply from the 2001 start by 23%
(786,976 cwt). These figures were compiled with data from the U.S. Commerce Department,
Agriculture and Agri-Food Canada and released by Statistics Canada. The U.S. has remained the
mumber one destination for New Brunswick potatoes. Access to the States is made through the major
border crossing at Houlton, Maine, with small shipments entering through Fort Fairfield and
Bridgewater, Maine. Final figures on shipments to the U.S. for the season (through July) totaled
1.54 million cwt, a decrease of 11% for the same time frame the year prior. New Brunswick has
predominantly been a processing (french-fry) region, with nearly 60% of production devoted to this
market. It is also the original home of McCain Foods, one of the giants in the fry industry. There are
two McCain processing plants in the province, Grand Falls and Florenceville.

Growing Season: The major growing region for potatoes in New Brunswick is the St. John River

Valley, which runs parallel to the eastern Maine border. Planting was underway in early May;

however, progress was very slow due to cool and wet soil conditions. These weather factors

continued through the month and well into June, which set back emergence as well. Finally, July

ushered in warmer and drier weather which produced favorable growing conditions. Heavy rains
again in August diminished size and quality of the tuberin some areas.

Harvest: Initial light harvest of Round whites and Yellows started in the end of August for mostly
local consumption, followed by early processing varieties. Early movement of Round whites to the
United States was minimal as trading was slow for whites all year. By the end of September, harvest
and storage was in full swing. Progress was slowed in early October by heavy rains. The rest of the
harvest went smoother with nearly ideal harvest conditions and little frost threat. Growers did delay
some of the processing Russet harvest in hopes of picking up additional bulk on the tubers. Harvest
was generally completed by the end of October. :

Marketing Season: The U:S. Department of Agriculture Market News Service issued the first fob
‘shipping report on Russet Norkotah in mid-October with CDOne or US One washed 2 inch or 4 inch
minimum baled 10 S-pound film bags mostly $5.00 per bale, the highest price of the entire season
and two dollars under the opening price of the 2002 season. Early shipments to the United States fell
behind as an abundant Russet crop in the Western U.S. states brought low prices and slow movemént,
both to the fresh market as well as slower demand for processing spuds. Consumer emphasis was on
health, fitness and low-carbohydrate diets, as dieters eliminated potatoes from their diet. Carton
prices suffered as well: the average price over the season for 70 counts was between $6.00-7.00, and
90 counts mostly $5.00-5.50. By Thanksgiving, prices had slipped to mostly $4.50-5.00 for baled
5s. Peak shipping periods occurred in March and April and corresponded with the low of the market,
mostly $4.00-4.50. The final prices of the season reported by the Market News Service in early June

were mostly $4.00-4.25 for baled 5s. Shipments to the U.S. continued through July by a select few
Srowers.

Stocks on hand: New Bnmswick’s potato holdings on December 1, 2003 totaled nearly 11.6
million cwt, down 6% from December 2002 stocks on hand of 12.4 million cwt. By the end of May
2004, stocks on hand were down by 10% with holdings of 5.4 million cwt compared to nearly 6

million cwt the previous year. A few fresh shippers continued to pack for the US market through
July at market level lows.
