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There were at least three unfortunate oversights in my recent update.


First, State Representative Larry Galizio (D-Tigard) who chaired the Ways and
Means Education Subcommittee, deserves recognition for the manner in which the
subcommittee conducted its work, and for the fact that the budget was not allowed to
leave the committee until it was increased significantly.


Second, this week we worked with State Senators Frank Morse and Vicki Walker (a
self-proclaimed Duck who roots for the OSU Beavers baseball team) to draft and
introduce Senate Concurrent Resolution 21, commending the OSU Beavers for their
back-to-back national championships in baseball.  The measure history of this
resolution is remarkable for the pace in which it was passed by both chambers.

· Coordinate the development and implementation of the university's federal agenda in close consultation with the Director for Government Relations, President, Provost, Vice President for Research, and other members of the university's executive staff, including Deans and Directors and the Vice President for University Advancement.


· Monitor federal legislation, programs, proposals; assess potential implications, and opportunities for the university; and coordinate the university’s role in responding to and developing relevant federal legislation.  Serve as liaison between the university and members of the Oregon Congressional Delegation, congressional staff, committee staff, federal agencies, other universities, and key constituents.



· Coordinate and communicate the university's position on federal issues; facilitate personal contacts between university administrators, faculty, and students with members of Congress, Congressional staff, federal agencies, and other universities, and key constituents.



· Work with administrators, faculty and staff to help identify and solicit federal agency funding opportunities.  Assist university faculty and staff as they develop proposals for consideration and inclusion in the university’s federal agenda.


· Serve as the OSU liaison to the National Association of State Universities and Land Grant Colleges (NASULGC) Council on Governmental Affairs (CGA).  Also, serve as the university’s liaison to other national research and higher education organizations as necessary.



· Work with students, on special projects and events, or other duties as assigned.


QUALIFICATIONS:  Bachelor degree in political science, public policy or closely related field of study required.  Master degree preferred.  Significant experience working with members of Congress and federal agencies, or in a public policy field.  Demonstrated knowledge of the federal legislative process required.  Knowledge of the state legislative process preferred. Must have excellent organizational and communication skills, as well as demonstrated ability to work with the public and elected officials. Must be available for extensive travel.  It is preferred that the candidate demonstrates a commitment to promoting and enhancing diversity.
