5.1  Wind throw Assessment

A. Within visual range note evidence of recent wind thrown trees. 

· If no evidence, check no evidence box on Damage Assessment form. 
· If evidence estimate approximate percentage of trees wind thrown.

B. Within study area or adjacent to study reach note evidence of wind thrown trees within 10m riparian margin either side of bankfull level. If Yes complete Wind Throw Damage Form

· If no evidence, check no evidence box on Damage Assessment form. 
· If evidence approximate percentage of trees wind thrown.

C. Note evidence of wind thrown trees partially of fully in bankfull stream bed within study area or study reach. 

· If no evidence, check no evidence box on Damage Assessment form.
·  If evidence note 

· Number of fallen trees with large end diameter in following classes (1 = 0.1 < 0.3 m; 2 = 0.3 < 0.6 m; 3 = 0.6 < 0.8 m; and 4 = > 0.8 m).  

· Length type in logs that are 1.5 – 5 m long, 5 – 15 m and > 15 m.

5.2  Recent Flood and Debris Torrent Damage Assessment

A. Within or adjacent to study reach note evidence of recent torrent scouring that have scoured away stream banks or damaged riparian vegetation on banks and gravel bars. 

·  If no evidence, check no evidence box on Torrent Damage Assessment form. 

· If  evidence complete Torrent Damage Assessment form

· Within or adjacent to study reach note evidence of massive deposits of sediment, logs and other debris in reach.

· If no evidence, check no evidence box on Torrent Damage Assessment form. 

· If evidence complete Torrent Damage Assessment form
