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The data show that potatoes, pears, apples, onions, fresh prunes said oauli

flower account for the bulk of the carlot shipments of fruits and vegetables in

Oregon. The trend has been upward in respect o potatoes and onions, but somewhat

downward on apples. Hood River is the point of origin of a large part of the ehip

merits, especially apples, pears and strawberries. Medford in Jackson County ranks

first in pears, The Dalles first in cherries, Milton in Umatilla County for fresh

prunes, and Salem for dried prunes. Kinmath Falls is the principal potato shipping

point, Brooks in Marion County for celery end onions, and Nyssa in Maiheur County

for lettuce,
