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Conclusion
These benefits and concerns for Norway’s future with the EU are so closely tied to the individuals’ geographic location, political orientation, and Norwegian lifestyle as well as their historical perspective of the country.  With the current left wing government, movement toward full EU membership is unlikely in the next four years.  It is not easy to predict how the economic sectors will be performing in the next decade, only guesses can be made based on hypotheses.  Opinion polls have been wavering for the past ten years and there is no guarantee that they will level out soon.  The differences among Norwegian opinions are supported through their historical background, involvement in economic sectors, political preferences, and geographical location.  Impacts of Denmark-Norway, Norway’s union with Sweden, and the German invasion during WWII will continue to be re-visited when Norway votes on full EU membership.  Prediction of the ultimate decision in Norway is difficult because of the nearly fifty-fifty split of the population.  The issue of EU membership is a touchy subject, where each Norwegian has their own stubborn, hard-headed opinion and in the end will only be determined by voting one way or the other.  It is through surveying Norwegian opinions, research of Norway’s significant historical events, government influence, and thriving economic sectors that Norway will not join forces with the rest of Europe for the next decade.  Europe will have to proceed without Norway for the time being and Norway’s people, economic stability, political leadership and natural resources will remain sovereign.

The future of Norway will be determined in the next thirty years when the oil has been depleted.  Norway will have completed a cycle in time and will once again have what it was first naturally given- its waters.  This next circle in time will be slightly different because of the wealth created from the oil industry.  The fishing industry will once again be the primary sector of which Norway and its people have developed much of the unique culture upon.

Norway is stuck between a rock and hard spot, it has the capability to benefit from the EU significantly in the long run, but also the ability to ruin many relationships among the Norwegian people and sacrifice certain industries.  Does a nation or government look out for the future of the entire nation or keep the people and heritage of Norway alive?  The decision will be scrutinized one way or the other but in the next century this will be the long and grueling battle Norway will have to face.
