Findings:
95% (38 of 40) of respondents reported that they are engaged in digitization efforts. 

50% of respondents reported that they have been engaged in digitization efforts for less than 6 years, the other 50% for 6 years or more.

95% of libraries engaged in digitization efforts for six years or more have created a new position to handle some aspect of digitization, whereas 58% of those engaged in digitization efforts for less than five years have created a new position.

77% of libraries engaged in digitization efforts for six years or more have created a new unit to handle some aspect of digitization, whereas 26% of those engaged in digitization efforts for less than five years have created a new position. 

Of those libraries engaged in digitization efforts less than six years, responsibilities are more concentrated in Archives, Special Collections and Systems units than those libraries engaged in digitization efforts more than six years.

84% of libraries use cross-departmental project groups to handle digitization efforts. Most groups are engaged in the full range of digitization responsibilities:
